Ultra Sport features a rich dark green low-growing, 
dense turf that makes it great for lawns, fields, and 
parks. Ultra Sport offers both drought and traffic 
tolerance, rending it a suitable option for sports 
fields and residential lawns. It’s ability to withstand 
stem rust and GLS makes it a top choice for 
homeowners and landscapers looking for a 
low-maintenance yet visually appealing lawn. 

Geographical Adaption: 
Ultra Sport thrives throughout the cool-season 
and the northern areas of the transition zone as 
a permanent turf application. It is also used for 
fall/winter overseeding of dormant Bermuda in 
the south. Seeding rates for home and 
landscape use range from 7-10 lbs./1,000 sq. 
ft. (340-490 kg/ha).  For athletic fields, golf 
course overseeding, and sod farms a range of 
450-650 lbs./acre (500-730 kg/ha) is adequate. 
Ultra Sport can handle mowing heights from 
.25” to 2.5” (1.27-10 cm) while keeping 
exceptional turf density.
